Roger Peet is an artist and organizer based in Portland, Oregon, working as printmaker, muralist, writer, and in public intervention. His artwork aims to describe the millenial tension between human activities and the integrity of wild phenomena, addressing the contemporary crises of biodiversity and capitalism, how they change landscapes and lives, and what can and can't be done about them. He is a founding member of the Justseeds Artists' Cooperative, a group of North American artists producing socially and environmentally engaged works. He has organized international collaborative printmaking projects and installations, developed artistic and media tools for social, labor and environmental movements, and collaborated with artists, scientists and organizers across the globe. He is on the board of directors of the Flight 64 print studio in Portland and for the last ten years coordinated the national Endangered Species Mural Project for the Center for Biological Diversity.
